Permit Update 
 

As the season change yet again, 

we sit and wait.  To date we have 

submitted two applications to 

build our house and two applica-

tions to keep the bunnies on site.  

The last submission was a com-

bined permit for the house and 

the bunnies. 

 

If the permits are passed, we hope 

to start building in the New Year.  

The design of the house is a cute 

loft style design that suits the 

character of the Dandenong 

Ranges.   The house will be locat-

ed beside the current building and 

will have an entrance into the 

building where the bunnies are 

located. 

 

We have been informed that the 

latest applications have generated 

a number of objections from 

neighbors.   In discussions with 

the planner,  we are lead to be-

lieve that these objections hold 

weight at the planning level and  

we are therefore pessimistic about 

the outcome. 

 

With 11 objection to date, this 

means that the process becomes 

more complex and we have asked 

the planners to separate the house 

and bunny permits, so that we can 

at least start to build the house 

over summer. We can only sur-

mise from our experience that 

people who do not know the na-

ture of a pet rabbit consider all 

rabbits to be feral pests.  We 

asked the planner if your letters 

of support meant anything, and 

the reply was that they indicate a 

need for what we are doing, but 

neighbour objections hold more 

weight. 

 

Should the permits be rejected, 

we will consider pursuing them 

through other channels, such as 

VCAT.  This is for the sake of the 

bunnies as the alternative is that  

our pets will be taken from us as 

well  as the orphans and  

  

probably euthanized. Thank you to 

everyone who submitted letters of 

support for our application and to 

those who continue to support us 

through a rather difficult time. 

 

Postscript: The house permit as 

passed and the bunny permit rejected.  

Stand by for further updates...

Bunnies in Summer 
 

As the weather warms up it is a timely 

reminder that our furry little friends 

cannot perspire and will overheat in 

the summer sun.   Bunnies in the wild 

would retreat to cool burrows and it is 

unnatural to have them confined in 

hutches or cages outside, where they 

cannot cool themselves. 

 

Remember to always bring your bun-

ny inside in the summer months and 

supply cool fresh water in a flat bot-

tomed bowl, as a drink bottle is not 

sufficient in summer.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Increase in Mosquitoes & Myxo 
 

We have had a very wet winter and 

with the recent humidity and the re-

lease of myxomatosis this year to re-

duce the number of wild rabbits, this 

summer is shaping up to be a very 

dangerous time for pet bunnies.  Vets 

across Victoria as well as the RSPCA  

 

are reporting a marked increase 

in pet rabbits presenting with 

myxomatosis carried by mosqui-

toes.  To minimise the risk to 

your bunny, please ensure that 

your outdoor enclosure is thor-

oughly mosquito proofed and 

place some mossie strips in the 

hutch. Better still house your 

bunny indoors.  Avoid having 

your bunny outside at dawn and 

dusk when the mosquitoes are 

more prevalent.

The hills are a mass of color 

with the beautiful rhododen-

drons in full bloom and ivy 

forming a carpet of green across 

quaint houses.  When planning 

your spring and summer garden, 

remember that these and other 

plants are toxic to bunnies.  

Bunnies are curious and will 

taste, they do not know what is 

poisonous to them. 

 

Plants include belladonna, hy-

drangea,  calla lily, celery leaf 

buttercup,  Chinese lantern, 

chrysanthemum, climbing night-

shade, common buckthorn,  

Daphne, star of Bethlehem, Eng-

lish bluebell, ivy, unripe cran-

berry bush, honeysuckle, fox-

glove, horse chestnuts, hyacinth,  

iris, lily of the valley, lobelia, 

marigold, may lily, mistletoe, 

onion, poppy, peace lily, rhodo-

dendron,  snowdrop, tomato 

leaves and stem, yellow iris.

Humans and the Natural World 

 
Have you ever thought about how you treat the natural 

world and the creatures entrusted to your care?  Judi re-

searched this area as part of her PhD and she explains the 

concept  in regard to our bunnies. 

 

We could divide the majority of people by their environ-

mental values into those with human centered and nature 

centered views.  Anthropocentrics consider that nature 

was put on this earth to serve the needs of humans.  Eco-

centrics, on the other hand recognises that nature has val-

ue in its own right and has a right to exist and lead a ful-

filling life outside of human use.  There are also those 

who sit somewhere between these two extremes and are 

considered to be weak anthropocentrics.  These people are 

concerned about nature to some extent but are not willing 

to make lifestyle changes to protect it, which is left up to 

others.  We have two orphan tales which illustrate the 

anthropocentric and ecocentric view. 

 

Bobby 

 

Bobby is a 5yr old placid and gentle house bunny, and 

much loved by his previous owners who relocated over-

seas.  Bobby had multiple health conditions that were not 

evident to the previous owners.  After two months with us 

and under the care of the Rabbit Clinic, Bobby was on his 

way  to better health, although he would  

  

require dental work into the future. He bonded with a 

gorgeous girl Rosie and has gone to live with his new 

family.  This family is loving and caring towards Bobby 

and are willing to support his health issues into the fu-

ture.  To allow Bobby to live out his bunny life in a 

caring, peaceful and loving home shows an ecocentric 

view of bunnies.  The angels smile on Kylie and her 

family for opening their heart to Bobby. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Chloe 

 

It was 8.30 in the morning when the phone rang.  A 

voice asked me if I wanted a small 5 month old Nether-

land dwarf.  The little girl, who we named Chloe, was 

brought from a breeder with her sister, as a toy for a 6 

year old child.  Chloe was assertive and started to ob-

ject to the child grabbing her, and would scratch at the 

carpet and give baby nips.  The child did not want the 

bunny anymore and told the mother she was scared of 

it.   The breeder would not take the bunny back and told 

the mother to hit Chloe on the face when she 

ñmisbehavedò.   Of course this made Chloe more anx-

ious and her negative behaviour escalated.  The breeder 

then asked the mother if there was someone in the fami-

ly that could take the bunny out the back and dispose of 

it.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

She responded by saying ñwhy should I pay when I can 

have the bunny euthanized for $30 at the vetsò.  I was 

shocked  and after hanging up the phone, I rang the vet, 

who confirmed that the woman was on her way.  The 

vet was pleased to be able to pass Chloe over to us to 

care for and rehome. Chloe is an example of an anthro-

pocentric (human centered) view towards bunnies, 

where they are considered property and easily disposed 

of when they no longer serve a human need. 

As we can only 

rehome bunnies 

that are desexed 

and vaccinated, 

I asked the 

mother if she 

would contrib-

ute to the cost of 

deesexing 

Chloe.

What do I do if I find a bunny? 

 

We are inquisitive creatures and we often try to escape 

from outdoor enclosures when we are bored, neglected, 

hot or cold, frightened or if we do not have enough 

room to binky.  If you find one of my brothers or sis-

ters you can, try to catch it and put it in a safe place 

such as a laundry with a litter box, hay, a bowl of water 

and an upturned box to hide in.  Speak to your neigh-

bors and do a letter box drop to see if anyone has lost 

their bunny.  If no one claims the bunny you can either 

keep it or take it to your local animal shelter.  Your 

local council will be able to direct you to the shelter for 

your area.  If you decide to keep the bunny then you 

can contact Rabbit Run away Orphanage who can as-

sist you with what you need to care for the bunny and 

other information. 

 

Will the bunny be killed if it goes to a shelter? 

 

The sad truth is that may bunnies do not survive the vet 

check at the shelter.  If they have anything wrong with 

them, they will be euthanized.  Bunnies are also eu-

thanized if there is no room for them or if the shelter 

cannot rehome them.

Desexing Proposal 

 

Prior to the November 2010 State Elections, the 

labor government put out a election promise for 

the compulsory desexing of dogs and cats.  We 

contacted the Minister for Agriculture, Joe Help-

er, whose portfolio includes animal welfare is-

sues.  We asked him to include rabbits in his elec-

tion promise.  He was interested to hear that we 

had developed a proposal for the compulsory de-

sexing of domestic pet rabbits and asked us to 

forward the proposal to his office. 

 

Prior to the defeat of labor in the election the pro-

posal has been forwarded to the Bureau of Animal 

Welfare within the Department of Primary Indus-

tries for consideration when reviewing the legisla-

tion and the Code of Practice for operation of Pet 

Shops. 

 

We believe that to break the cycle from breeder to 

pet shop, to impulse purchase, to rabbit surrender 

to shelters and then death, requires legislative 

changes to be introduced both at the retail and 

breeder level to compulsory desex rabbits prior to 

sale.  

 

It is expected that compulsory desexing  will re-

duce the number of rabbits surrendered to shelters 

after cute babies become  hormonally driven teen-

agers. Backyard breeders, the main cause of the 

over population of pets will be prohibited from 

selling intact rabbits. Irresponsible breeders (often 

young children responding to cool ways to make 

money) selling on the internet will withdraw from 

the market. 

  

Shelters are reluctant to give official kill rates for 

rabbits, during two separate conversations with 

another shelter  ï the conversation established that 

the shelter rehomed about 500, however there 

were 5,000.This is not an official figure but our 

perception from the conversation.  Rabbits are the 

third most killed species after dogs and cats (I 

refuse to use the E word as I feel that it misrepre-

sents the situation).  The proposal for compulsory 

desexing of domestic pet rabbits is available on 

Rabbit Run and Rabbit Run-Away Orphanage 

websites.   We would be pleased to receive your 

feedback and comment on the proposal. 

 

  

 

Mystical Beings or Feral Pests? 

 

Bryce has made a significant contribution to research regard-

ing the views of rabbits as domestic pets across the world.  

Bryce has contributed the Australian sector.  The research is 

being conducted by the House Rabbit Society, which is one of 

the oldest and most respected animal welfare associated in 

regard to domestic rabbits in the world.  The research paper is 

an interesting read, as rabbits are revered as mystical, spiritual 

beings in some regions of the world and as feral pests in other 

countries. 

 

The paper will be published by the House Rabbits Society 

and will be available on our website once published.  The 

paper is titled, Lagomorphs in the U.S., Australia and Japan: 

A Comparison of Attitudes toward and treatment of Rabbits 

by Charlotte-Ann Chenery, House Rabbit Society Educator

Current projects 

 

An assessment of local laws (Victorian councils) regarding 

rabbits is underway and the findings so far are showing a lack 

of science and logic. Local laws at council levels need to be 

reviewed.  An influx of rabbits surrendered to Rabbit Run-

Away Orphanage recently has been identified as partly due to 

international students returning home. A pamphlet  offering 

the option of fostering rabbits instead of purchasing them  

will be distributed to universities to counter this. 

 

Micro chipping  

 

All rabbits without owners are classified by the Department of 

Primary Industry as feral, whether they are domestic or wild. 

Vets are obliged to euthanize rabbits brought to them if found 

and there is no one to claim ownership.  Mcro chipping 

proves ownership .

The Dark Side of  

Volunteering 
 

Each year thousands of dedicated people put aside 

their lives to volunteer for worthy causes.  These earth 

angels work silently to make a better world. 

 

Research has shown that people volunteer for a range 

of reasons and the majority are altruistic.  Most volun-

teers gain fulfillment from the knowledge that they 

are making a difference to a disadvantaged world  in a 

real and tangible way.  Volunteers enjoy the social 

interaction with like minded people, whilst other gain 

experience which they can take into their future ca-

reers.   Other volunteers care and just want to support 

the carers. 

 

One motivation that is not in synergy with a charitable 

institution is recognition, self interest and self ad-

vancement for financial reward,   These people have a 

better fit with a for profit business, where skills and 

achievements are rewarded through fiscal rewards and 

public recognition. 

 

When the motivation of a volunteer is mismatched, 

with the vision of the organisation there can be devas-

tating consequences for the charity. Many non profits 

have suffered attacks and take overs from the enemy 

within, severely disrupting the operations of the chari-

ty and putting the charityôs work at great risk. 

 

Since the attack on Rabbit Run-Away Orphanage, we 

have heard of two other animal welfare charities that 

have suffered at the hands of a mismatched volunteer.  

One such attack took place at a wildlife shelter on the 

Peninsula, the other on an Equine charity.  These two 

charities mirrored the experiences that Rabbit Run-

Away Orphanage was subjected to.  The attacks were 

perpetrated by either committee members or volun-

teers with the aim to disrupt the work of the charities. 

  

When committee members left they subjected the chari-

ties to behaviour such as: 

Attempting a takeover of the committee 

Refusing to pass over to the new committee pass-

words to PayPal, websites and emails.   

Verbal and written abuse of volunteers 

Withholding emails and charity contacts for per-

sonal use 

 Using email to destroy the reputation of the 

charity and personnel in an attempt to push their 

own agenda 

Attempted theft of trademarks and logos 

Attempting to register the charitable organisa-

tions websites in their personal names 

Unauthorised withdrawals from bank accounts 

and PayPal 

 

Small charities are easy targets and charities that are 

attacked in this way have little defense or recourse. 

Criminal charges are hard to prove and civil actions are 

costly and time consuming.  Lawyers are not interested 

in pursuing claims from small charitable organisations.  

The nature of the work of a charity is such that both time 

and finances are scarce and must be used wisely.  People 

under attack in the charities, often just walk away and 

start their work over again.   

 

Intruders that have taken over charities, by removing the 

people that started the charity often do not last more 

than six months as they lack the expertise and dedication 

to care for the animals on a day to day basis.  They also 

have inadvertently removed the heart and soul of the 

charity. 

 

Rabbit Run-Away Orphanage is slowly getting back on 

its feet with the help of our new committee members 

and dedicated and caring volunteers and supporters.  

The website has been reconstructed and the charity has 

control back of itôs email, Pay Pal and bank accounts.  

The sad fact is that the rehoming of the bunnies has 

stalled.   

 

Rabbit Run-Away Orphanage is run through the good-

will of volunteers and no one is in paid positions.  We 

value the contributions of our volunteers and supporters 

and without their encouragement and support  and hard 

work we would not be in a position today to continue 

rehoming the bunnies.
